Jimmie Ray & Cyndi Cantrell Basic Rider

Modeled after Johnny & June’s famous 1994 tour, Jimmie Ray & Ring of Fire's show is a fun filled, crowd pleasing, nostalgic musical journey that incorporates music from all six decades of Johnny and June's career, plus at times a brief visit to the Rockabilly of Sun Records.  This Tribute is available as a full five to nine piece band show with A Tribute To The Life and Legend of Johnny Cash & June Carter. Each event is customized to bring maximum entertainment value, including a show enhancing optional multi-media presentation where available.
Something magical takes place when the first notes of Folsom Prison Blues are heard, then when Jimmie begins,"I hear the train a comin'..." Or when Cyndi reaches down for a big heart stirring version of June singing,"Hear that lonesome whippoorwill..." or together,

"We got married in a fever..."  -  always a crowd pleaser.  The Tribute appeals to a wide range of audiences.  After the first couple of songs audiences are experiencing what they might have during an actual Johnny & June concert of the past – energy and spirit.  One thing that sets this show apart from any other Johnny Cash Tributes is the June factor - with the presence and talent of Cyndi Cantrell as June.
Rates:
The rates can vary depending of the venue and the expected attendance.  
Plus any sound and lights to be contract out.

Production Requirements Rider:

Stage:

· Ring of Fire 5/6 – min 12 feet deep by 20 feet wide
· Ring of Fire 6/7 – min 12 feet deep by 24 feet wide
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Audio:

The PA system for the performance must be capable of producing distortion free signal at a volume sufficient to cover the venue.  The outboard equipment must include effects (i.e. reverb, delay).

A CD player, added to audio mix, is required.

A qualified Audio Technical Engineer and/or crew are required.

Monitor system can be a traditional wedge system.

· Minimum two (2) front stage – all shows
· One (1) each for bass, guitarist and drums for a total of three (3) – full band show
· Separate mixes WITH effects if possible.

Microphones 

· Shure 58 or equivalent.   

· Duo Show – One microphone (wireless okay but not required) on boom stand for Jimmie, one equivalent handheld wireless microphone on stand with short goose neck for Cyndi.

· Full Live Band Show  -  three (3) to five (5) equivalent microphones on boom stands including one for drummer.

· Microphones for bass amp, guitar amp(s), and drums if needed for projection and balance. To be determined.

Amplifiers – Back line to be determined at time of contract.

Pre-Amp and wireless transmitter and receiver for Jimmie’s acoustic guitar.

Note:  If contract, schedule and location permits Jimmie Ray & Ring of Fire can                  provide their own sound and lights and tech(s).  For smaller venues, where larger sound and lighting is not required, nor provide by client, an optional 600 watt self contained audio system can be provided.  See rates above.

Video:

When PowerPoint is being used as part of the show, an adequate computer with MS PowerPoint, LCD (or DLP) video projector and screen are required, with suitable riser or AV cart.  All video cabling and power will be provided to position the computer at the location of the FOH tech.

Lighting: 

Standard lighting with color washes, and center spot where possible, with lighting tech. Lighting must adequately cover the complete stage.
